Overview 

Nickel ore cargo is one of the most problematic cargoes to be carried in solid bulk form due to its characteristic of liquefaction and causing loss of vessel’s stability. Extra precautions are required and taken for carrier while carrying or shipping such cargoes in a safe manner. 
It was noted that nickel ore is a non-homogenous cargo and particle sizes vary considerably. This creates problems for laboratories when trying to analyse the flow moisture point (FMP) from which the Transportable Moisture Limit (TML) is calculated. 
And due to lack of infrastructure at most areas or ports, the cargo is stored in stockpiles exposed to all weather conditions. The required shipping documentation, actual moisture content and TML may therefore be very inaccurate. 
The site surveyor deployed to ensure that all necessary documents are in order before cargo is loaded onboard, and to check and monitor the loading process, CAN TESTs are carried out before or during the cargo loading operation, daily report is prepared and sent to the P&I Club for reviewing. 
If is there any concerns regarding the reliability of the test certificates or doubts about the safety of the cargo after receiving the report, the club may decide to re-test cargo samples at a trusted laboratory, where test figures will be determined with accuracy.
Who Should Attend? 
Participants from business functions such as Underwriting, Claims, Specialty Classes and Actuary or support functions such as Business Development and Risk Management.
